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MINISTRY OF CORPORATE AFFAIRS

IMPORTANT. POLICY DECISIONS TAKEN AND MAJOR ACHIEVEMENTS
DURING THE MONTH OF APRIL, 2019 :

1. Notifications:-

(i) The Ministry, with the objective of reducing the number of procedures required to
start a business in the Country, has introduced a new eform namely AGILE (INC-35)
(Application for Goods and Services Tax Identification Number, employees state
Insurance corporation registration Plus employees provident fund organization
registration) by inserting Rule 38A in Companies (Incorporatioﬂ) Rules, 2014 vide
Notification no. G.S.R. 275(E) dated 29.03.2019 enabling submission of an Application
for registration of the Goods and Service Tax Identification Number (GSTIN),
Employees’ State Insurance Corporation (ESIC) registration and Employees’
Provident Fund Organisation (EPFO) registration along with the Integrated company
Incorporation Form SPICE. This eform is required to be filed along with application

for incorporation of a company under rule 38 of the Companies (Incorporation) Rules,
2014.

(ii) The Ministry extended the last date of filing of eform ACTIVE (Active Company
Tagging Identities and Verification) from 25th April, 2019 to 15th June, 2019 without
fee by amendment in item VIII-FEE FOR FILING e- Form ACTIVE under rule 25A of
the Companies (Incorporation) Rules, 2014 in the Annexure of Companies
(Registration Offices and Fees) Rules, 2014 vide Notification no. G.S.R. 329(E) dated
25.04.2019. As of now around 4.75 Lakh companies have completed their KYC. :

(iii) The Ministry extended the last date for filing of eform ACTIVE (Active Company
Tagging Identities and Verification) from 25th April, 2019 to 15th June, 2019 by
amendment in ‘sub rule (1) and sub rule (2) of rule 25A of Companies (Incorporation)
Rules, 2014 vide Notification no. G.S.R. 332(E) dated 25.04.2019. ity

(iv) The Ministry extended the last date of filing eform DIR-3 - KYC from 30th April
of immediate next financial year to 30th June of immediate next financial year by
amending Rule 12A of the Companies (Appointment and Qualification of Directors)
Rules, 2014 vide Notification no. G.S.R. 339(E) dated 30.04.2019.

(v) The Ministry prescribed the additional/advalorem fees for filing charge
documents by companies by inserting sub-item “E. Fees for filing charge documents”
in Companies (Registration Offices and Fees) Rules, 2014 vide Notification no. G.S.R.
340(E) dated 30.04.2019.

(vi) The Ministry has modified the time period for filing the return on deposits m
form DPT-3 by making it applicable from 1st April, 2014 to 31st March, 2019 by



amending Companies (Acceptance of Deposits) Rules, 2014 ville notification no.
G.S.R. 341(E) dated 30.04.2019. The date within which the DPT-3 was required to be
filed has also been extended by substituting the words, figures and letters “ninety
days from 31st March, 2019” in place of the words “ninety days from the date of said
publication of this notification” in the said amendment.

2. Circulars:-

(i) The Ministry vide General Circular No. 04/2019 dated 04.04.2019 has extended
the last date for filing e-form CRA-2 without additional fees upto 31.05.2019 where
the company has been mandated to get its cost records audited for the first time

under Companies Act, 2013 on account of Companijes (Cost Records and Audit)
Amendment Rules, 2018 as notified vide G.S.R.  157(E) dated 03.1%.2018.

(ii) The Ministry vide General Circular No. 05/2019 dated 12.04.2019 stated that
DPT-3 should be filed to cover the data on deposits upto 31.03.2019 (as opposed to
22nd January, 2019 which was originally indicated in the said Rule). Further,
pending the deployment of DPT-3 Form on MCA 21 portal and in order to avoid
inconvenience to stakeholders on account of various factors, it is stated that the
additional fee, as provided under the Companies (Registration Offices and Fees)
Rules, 2014, shall be levied after 30 days from the date of deployment of the DPT- 3
form on MCA 21 portal.

3. During the month of April, 2019, two (02) antitrust cases were filed before the
Competition Commission of India (Commission). With regard to combination notices,
four (04) new combination notices were received while nine (09) combination notices

were disposed of by the Commission during the month. The Commission closed two
(02) cases under Section 26(2) of the Competition Act, 2002 (Act).

4. The Commission initiated a new monthly lecture series under the name ”Spétial
Lecture Series (SLS)” and the first lecture was organized on 12t April, 2019 on the
topic “Policy Uncertainty and Firm Response: Do Foreign Firms React Differently to
Domestic Firm?” at Commission’s office.

5. On 10t April, 2019,Delhi High Court pronounced its landmark judgment in
relation to the petitions filed by original equipment manufacturers of passenger cars
declaring section 22(3) i.e. a casting vote by the Chairperson subject to difference in
opinion in the Commission’s members, of the Act unconstitutiorllal. Also, the court
made it mandatory for the Commission to have a judicial member, under section 8 of
the Act, at all times during the Commiission’s proceedings.



6. The Indian Institute of Corporate Affairs (IICA) with Nuclear Power Corporation
of India (NPCIL) concluded a two day program on “Governance Performance
Appraisal” on 11-12 April 2019 in Mumbai. Also, [ICA's School of Competition Law
& Market Regulation conducted a high-level course under the aegis of SAFIR during
5 - 8 April 2019 at Manesar for 16 officials from regulatory authorities from South
Asian countries. The participants from India, Bangladesh, Bhutan and Sri Lanka
represented power, telecommunications, port, utilities sectors.

7. TICA recently commenced 3rd batch of Advanced Professional Course in
Competition Law and Market Regulation which is being attended by 20 officers of
Govt of India and executives from PSUs, private firms, law firms etc. Also, School of
Finance IICA, in association with National Centre for Good Governance, successfully
conducted 5-day training program on Public Private Partnerships (PPP) for 29
Gujarat Government Officers. '

8. The Roundtable on “Investor Protection@ Investor Awareness: Stakeholders’
Perspectives and Way Forward” was organized on Friday, 26th April 2019 at 11.00
AM. at the Juniper, India Habitat Centre, New Delhi. The roundtable was a part of
the ongoing IEPF Project by the Indian Institute of Corporate lAffairs (IICA) and
Investor Education and Protection Fund Authority (IEPFA). As a part of the project, a
nation-wide survey was conducted by IICA on Assessment of Financial Capability in
India in 2018. The roundtable was held primarily to validate the survey findings and
deliberate upon the recommendations that followed in the report.

The roundtable was well attended by nearly 90 delegates who were invited from
Ministry of Corporate Affairs, IEPFA, SEBI, RBI PFRDA, IRDA, NCFE, ICLS
Academy, NSE, BSE, MCX, LIC of India, NSDL, CDSL, TATA Capital, SHCIL, ICAI,
ICSI, ICMAI, FICCI, CII, ASSOCHAM, AMFI, PHD Chamber of Commerce and
Industry, and representatives of Press and Electronic Media. |
