IMPORTANT' POLICY DECISIONS TAKEN AND MAJOR ACHIEVEMENTS
DURING THE MONTH OF JANUARY, 2019

1. Notifications:-

i.  On 15.1.2019, amendments have been made in The National Company Law
Tribunal 2016' to make changes in Rule 71(3)(b) and 71(4) to replace the words
"Central Govermﬁent“ with the words "Regional Director". |Pursuant to this
amendment, the notices in respect of applications under section 61(1)(b) of the Act

shall be served on RD concerned instead of on Central Government, earlier provided.

ii. On 22.01'.2019, the Companies (Prospectus and Allotment of Securities) Rules,
2014 have been amended and a new sub-rule (11) has been inserted in Rule 9A. The
said new sub-rule provides exemption to NIDHIs, Government companies and
wholly owned subsidiary companies from the requirements of said Rule 9A which
mandates issue/ transfer etc of securities of unlisted public companies only in

dematerialised form.

iii. An Order called the Specified Companies (Furnishing of information about
payment to micro and small enterprise suppliers) Order, 2019 under section 405 of
the Companies Act, 2013 has been notified vide Notification no. 368(E) dated
22.01.2019 whereby the Specified Company shall file in MSME Form1 details of all
outstanding dues to micro or small enterprises suppliers within 30 days from the date
of publication of this notification and it shall also file a return as per MSME Form 1,
by 31st October for the period from April to September and by 30th April for the

period from October to March.

iv. The Companies (Acceptance of. Deposits) Amendment Rules, 2019 has been
notified vide notification no. GSR 42(E) dated 22.01.2019 whereby Real Estate

Investment Trust has been inserted in rule 2, in sub-rule 1, in clause (c), in sub-clause




(xviii) and further sub-rule (3) has been inserted in rule 16 A, whereby every company
other than Govern;nent company shall file a onetime return of outstanding receipt of
money or loan by a company but not considered as deposits, in terms of clause (c) of
sub-rule 1 of rule 2 from the 1st April, 2014 to the date of publication of this
notification in the Official Gazette, as specified in Form DPT-3 within ninety days
from the date of said publication of this notification along with fee as provided in the
Companies (Registration Offices and Fees) Rules, 2014. Further, by the said rules,
form DPT-3 has been substituted and companies are required to give particulars of
receipts of money or loan by a company but not considered as deposits, at the end of
financial year, in terms of clause (c) of sub-rule 1 of rule 2 of Companies (Acceptance

of Deposits) Rules, 2014. |

v.  On 30.01.2019, the provisions of section 465 of the Companies Act, 2013 in so far
as they relate to the repeal of the Companies Act, 1956 (1 of 1956) [that in except in so
far as they relate to the repeal of the Registration of Companies (Sikkim) Act, 1961
(Sikkim Act 8 of 1961)] were brought into force.

2. The Companies (Amendment) Bill, 2018 which sought to replace the Companies
(Amendment) Ordinance 2018 was introduced in the Lok Sabha on 20.12.2018 and
was passed on 04.01.2019 as Companies (Amendment) Bill, 2019. The Bill is yet to be
passed in the Rajya Sabha. The Companies (Amendment) Ordinanlce, 2019 containing
same provis!ions as in Companiés (Amendment) Ordinance 2018 has been
promulgated on 12.01.2019. The Companies (Amendment) Bill, 2019 is likely to be

taken up for consideration and discussion in current session of Parliament.

During the month of January, 2019, two(2) anti-trust cases were closed by the
Commission. The Commission also disposed of twelve (12) combination notices

during the month.,

4. On 15t January, 2019, Competition Commission of India (“Commission”) passed
a cease and desist order against Chemists and Druggists Association of Baroda for
indulging in the practice of mandating NOC and fixation of trade margins, which has
been held to be anti-competitive in terms of the provisions of Section 3 of the Act. The
Commission further imposed the OP with a penalty at the rate of 10% of its relevant
income based on the income and expenditure account for three financial years filed
by it for the relevant years.

5. The Commission passed the final order dated 15t January, 2019 in suo-moto case
no. 03 of 2017 imposing penalty on Panasonic Energy India Co. Ltd. and Godrej &
Boyce Manufacturing Co. Ltd. for colluding to fix prices of zinc-carbon dry cell
batteries in India in contravention of the provisions of Section |3(3) (a) read with
Section 3(1) of the Act. The Commission imposed a penalty of Rs. 31.75 Crores on
M/s Panasonic and that of Rs. 85 lakhs on M/s Godrej & Boyce under the provisions
of Section 27 of the Act. However, the Commission granted 100 percent reduction in
penalty to M/s Panasonic in accordance with the provisions of Section 46 of the
Competition Act, 2002 read with the CCI (lesser Penalty) Regulations, 2009.

6. In response to the powers conferred under proviso to sub regulation (3) of
Regulation 23 of the Competition Commission of India (General) Regulations, 2009,
Commission has made a public announcement, in interest of parties, that the number
of information/references/responses or other documents as referred to in sub-
regulation (1) of Regulation 23 shall stand reduced from six to two.
